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AFP IS SETTING THE STAGE FOR MASSIVE CRACKDOWN AFTER JOMA ARREST - GABRIELA

GABRIELA Women's Partylist Representative Liza Largoza Maza today 
said the Armed Forces of the Philippines may be setting the stage 
for a massive crackdown on militants and the opposition following 
the arrest of National Democratic Front of the Philippines (NDFP) 
Consultant Jose Maria Sison in the Netherlands, Tuesday. 

"The AFP's statements all sounds like a script for a crackdown," 
Maza said

Brig. Gen. Prestoza of the Presidential Security Group revealed they 
have gone on red alert while senior Presidential Aide Jesus Dureza 
said both the AFP and the PNP have likewise raised alert levels to 
supposedly brace for massive protests and retaliatory actions.

"This is an overreaction. That officials of the Armed Forces are now 
issuing unfounded warnings against massive protests and retaliatory 
attacks following Prof. Sison's arrest and bracing themselves as if 
destabilization is brewing, is an attempt to justify the conduct of 
so-called pre-emptive measures such as raids and arbitrary arrests 
on militants and the opposition," said Maza.

In the same manner, the GABRIELA solon said that the PNP's 
participation in the filing of a trumped up case against Sision 
betrays their real intention of eventually killing the peace process 
with the NDFP.

Meanwhile, Maza also said that following the PNP's admission of 
their participation in the gathering of evidence and filing of 
charges, she has doubts on the veracity of the charges filed against 
Sison. "Based on personal experience, I know that fabrication of 
charges, evidences and witnesses is the PNPs expertise." 

Maza along with parylist representatives from Bayan Muna and 
Anakpawis have all been charged with murder based on fabricated 
witness testimonies from the PNP. Charges were eventually dismissed 
by the Supreme Court. #
