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Arroyo regime stabbed peace talks with arrest of prime mover--CPP

The Communist Party of the Philippines (CPP) today refuted claims by the officials of the Arroyo regime that National Democratic Front of the Philippines (NDFP) Senior Political Consultant Jose Ma. Sison's arrest "boosts peace talks."

"It has been Ka Joema who has been the most patient and indefatigable in pursuing peace negotiations. For countless times, he has helped salvage peace talks when these were on the verge of collapse," added Rosal.

 

"Ka Joema has shown much greater interest in peaceful negotiations than Arroyo's fascist officials who are interested only going through the motions of peace talks as a means to trick and pressure the revolutionary forces into surrendering, " said Rosal. "Arroyo's militarist officials are interested only in vicously intensifying its fascist attacks not only against the revolutionary forces but also against the legal democratic movement and unarmed civilians."

 

"General Ermita and Arroyo's coterie of fascist officials have, in fact, long been working hard to scuttle and actually put an end to peace negotiations by insisting on unreasonable and treacherous conditions, putting one roadblock after another," said Rosal.
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
