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Arroyo Government is a violator of the United Nation Convention on the Rights of the Child and should be held accountable on its acts.
As we mark the 18th year since the general assembly of the United Nations adopted the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC) and which the Philippine Government was the 31st state who ratified it by the virtue of Senate Resolution 109 on July 1990, its implementation is still to be realize for the Filipino children.
For 18 years since the adoption of UNCRC, still there are no improvements in the situation of the Filipino children. Instead, the children’s situation is getting worst everyday in view of the fact that anti child policies are the priorities of the present Arroyo Government such as their campaign to crash insurgency thru Oplan Bantay Laya 2 and in the guise of war on terrorism.
Massive militarizations are occurring in the countryside’s thus resulting to gross human rights and children’s rights violations. These children who are mostly peasants and lumad children became victims of forced evacuation, subjected to military interrogations and torture, witnessing the murder of their relatives and worst; they became targets and killed. 
Such cases are the militarization in Brgy. Dagohoy and Brgy. Palma Gil in Talaingod, Davao del Norte last March 2007 committed by the 73rd IBPA where 3 children were hurt and 720 children were affected and forced to evacuate their communities, the militarization in Basilan last September to October 2007 which caused more than 24,000 individuals including women and children to evacuate their homes, the 8 children who were arrested and tortured together with their parents in Indanan, Sulu by Military’s Joint Special Operations Force, the witnessing of an 11 year old boy when his father was killed by elements of 25th IBPA in Pantukan, Compostela Valley Province last April 2007; and the killing of Grecil Buya, the 9 year old girl child who was admittedly killed by elements of 67th and 8th IBPA and was accused of being a NPA child combatant which also affected 242 children in nearby puroks. 
Filipino children are put into a very terrorizing situation of militarization thus resulting to traumatic experiences that greatly affects their full development as human beings.
The irrational allocation of more budgets for military expenditures that only results to victimizing children can instead be used in building schools in rural areas or adding more classrooms for the students, can already feed a lot of children, can send children to schools and can build houses for the urban poor families.
Thus, we held the Arroyo government accountable for the violations committed against the Filipino children. It failed to uphold and protect the rights of the children and to provide support for the families to do its obligations to their child which is stated in the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Children.### 
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
