Resolution No. 2007-01
A RESOLUTION CALLING FOR THE NATIONAL COUNCIL of CHURCHES in the PHILIPPINES (NCCP) to ADOPT the NATIONAL PROGRAM of INDIGENOUS PEOPLES in the PHILIPPINES and for the appropriate Program Unit to plan and implement responsive programs utilizing the Program as a framework.
Whereas, the indigenous peoples of the Philippines gathered on 9 August 2006 and formulated a National Program of Indigenous Peoples for the Second International Decade of the World’s Indigenous Peoples declared by the United Nations.  The said National Program expresses their unity and affirmation to assert collective and individual human rights as indigenous peoples for self-determination and the right to own land, control and use of resources within their ancestral land and territory. The participating indigenous peoples and organizations further particularized the said national program to respond to specific concerns affecting them and their territories;

Whereas, the indigenous peoples and their organizations recognize the continuing support and advocacy of the NCCP and other organizations, groups and institutions in their struggle for self-determination and defense of ancestral land rights, and to further strengthen their solidarity relations with the NCCP and other advocates of indigenous peoples rights; 

Whereas, the NCCP is not new to this ministry having had programs on indigenous people in the past like PACEM and PACT and that there is now a call from the indigenous people for NCCP to strengthen this ministry.

Whereas, the advocacy of indigenous people is an ecumenical task that affirms the Biblical statement of women and men having been created in God’s image. 

RESOLVED, that the NCCP adopt the National Program of the Indigenous Peoples in the Philippines and for the Program Unit in Christian Unity & Ecumenical Relations to plan and implement responsive programs utilizing said IP program as a framework.
