Resolution No. 2007-02

A RESOLUTION AFFIRMING THE NCCP’S SUPPORT TO THE CHURCHES IN KOREA FOR UNIFICATION OF THE KOREAN PENINSULA

WHEREAS, the people of the Korean Peninsula, divided to North and South have been estranged from each other since the 1950’s.

WHEREAS, there is a strong desire among the peoples and their churches for reconciliation and cooperation. 

WHEREAS, there is a continuing dialogue among churches from the South represented by the National Council of Churches in Korea (NCCK) and the North by the Korean Christian Federation (KCF.)
WHEREAS, the National Council of Churches in the Philippines (NCCP), in its international solidarity work, has bilateral relations with the NCCK, and one of the issues tackled in this partnership is the unification issue.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED as it is hereby resolved, that the 22nd General Convention of the NCCP express solidarity with the initiatives of the churches in Korea in their efforts to weave the patchwork for justice, peace and reconciliation, 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that along the effort done by the World Council of Churches, the Christian Conference of Asia and the NCCK, the NCCP craft a policy paper to guide the Council in its engagement on the issue.
